Eye Health ñ Glaucoma  

Those with a family history of glaucoma, over 60 or of minority back-

ground are considered greater at-risk for the disease. There are no 

symptoms, as vision stays normal and there is no pain. As the disease 

worsens, the field of vision narrows and blindness results. Detection 

comes from regular dilated pupil eye exams. If glaucoma is detected and 

treated early, it usually can be controlled before severe vision loss oc-

curs. It is recommended that everyone at risk have their eyes examined 

at least once every two years. 

New Grants Awarded  

At the January SightFirst Advisory Committee meeting, 15 

grants were approved for a total of US$4.1 million. This in-

cludes two grants for new countries to the SightFirst Program: 

Central African Republic and Burundi. The Lions Quest Advi-

sory Committee also met in January, approving 12 grants for 

US$506,450. This includes three grants awarded for three new 

countries to implement the Lions Quest Program: Philippines, 

Bulgaria and Mauritius.
